Key Thoughts From The Verses 

1. Spiritual gifts are received now only through 
immersion baptism. 

2. Every Christian has a gift of the Spirit. 

3. All spiritual gifts in the Church are given by God 
Almighty. 
4. Some spiritual gifts still exist.



(A) Meaning Of Spiritual Gift 
Spiritual gift refers to the “grace and anointing given to 
Christians” or the “supernatural power as motivations to 
every believer.”  

Biblically, spiritual gift can be defined as “any good or 
perfect thing that opposes material or physical things, 
given willingly to Christians by God.” 
Spiritual Gifts (1 Co 12:1) can also be called “Gifts of 
the Spirit” or “Gifts of the Holy Spirit” (Acts 2:38).



(B) Talent & Spiritual Gift 
Talents and Gifts are not the same, in Christianity. 

The Differences Between Talent And Gift  

Talent Gift

1. It is a natural aptitude or 
skill.

It is the product of the Holy 
Spirit given to Christians to 
fulfill the mission of the 
Church established on 
earth.

2. It can be learned. It cannot be learned.



3. Can be polished only by 
the flesh.

Can only be polished by 
the Spirit of God.

4. Works in both the 
righteous and the wicked.

Works in only God's 
people.

5. Does not promote 
eternal life.

 It promotes eternal life.



(C) Why Is It Important To Identify Your Gift? 
1. It makes one understand God and himself in 
Christianity. 

2. It helps one to remain focused in using the identified 
gift. 

3. It supports the growth of the Church. 
4. It helps avoid hatred, backbiting, jealousy, etc. among 
brethren.
5. One understands the need to evangelize. 

6. It influences biblical interpretation 
7. It helps one to understand the Bible properly. etc.
